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Subject Access Requests (SARs) for CCTV Footage

1. Any individual who believes they have been captured on the Club's CCTV system may submit a Subject Access Request (SAR) to obtain a copy of their personal data.

2. Requests should be made in writing and should include sufficient information to identify the individual and locate the relevant footage, including the date, approximate time, and location of the incident.

3. The Club will verify the identity of the requester before processing the request. Where necessary, additional information may be requested to confirm identity or assist in locating the footage.

4. Upon receipt of a valid request, the Club will review the relevant footage and determine whether disclosure is appropriate under applicable data protection legislation.

5. Where footage contains images of other identifiable individuals, the Club will take reasonable steps to protect their rights and freedoms, including redaction, masking, or provision of a supervised viewing where appropriate.

6. The Club may refuse or limit disclosure where permitted by law, including where disclosure would adversely affect the rights of other individuals or where an exemption applies.

7. The Club will respond to valid requests without undue delay and, in any event, within one month of receipt of the request and any information required to verify identity.

8. A record of all Subject Access Requests and the Club's response will be maintained for accountability and compliance purposes.
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
